

	Basic Grooming






Your pet will need some basic grooming no matter what kind of pet you have.  Your pet will need to be bathed, brushed and have their nails trimmed.  Some pets will required more grooming than others.  These pets will need to be started out at an early age to get them used to the grooming process.  Take them to groomer and let them get used to the sounds and feel of the clippers. Starting early in life will help your pet learn that a grooming can be a pleasurable and fun experience.

Even pets that do not have to have special cuts will need to be bathed regularly.  Once or twice a month is may be all they need.  Some animals may have skin disease and need bathing even more often. Make sure you use a shampoo that is made especially for dogs and cats as human products are not pH balanced for their hair coat and skin.  Do not use a shampoo that contains flea and tick prevention.  If you use topical flea and tick medicine, this kind of shampoo will strip your product away.  Aloe and oatmeal based shampoo is the best.  Our staff can show you what we have and help you determine what is best for your pet.  

Aside from bathing, nail trims and anal gland expression may need to be done on a regular basis.  We will be glad to do these services here or even show you how to do them at home.  Regular brushing is also needed.  There are many types of brushes available.  Choose one that will help remove their undercoat and keep the hair nice and shiny.  Brushing your pet weekly will not only keep the coat healthy, it will help you detect any parasites or skin problems.  

Although cats groom themselves, they may still need some special attention to help them out.  Cats can be bathed and some need it regularly for sanitary reasons.  Longhaired cats need to be brushed regularly to avoid mats.  You can also clip cat’s nails.
