	Puppy Wellness Schedule




Here at Hope Animal Hospital, our greatest concern is for the health and safety of your pet.  Having a new puppy come into your life is a wonderful experience, but it can also be a demanding time as well. With all the new puppy things in your life, trying to decide when and what vaccine requirements are needed should not be worrying you as well.  That is why we are giving you a schedule to go by with some basic information included to help you and your puppy. Your puppy will need to come in every 3-4 weeks until the puppy series is complete.  If your puppy should need anything other than what is included here, Dr. Moseley will let you know. 

6-8 weeks old:    
· Wellness Exam:  Performing a comprehensive examination is very important to make sure your puppy is healthy…from head to toe.
· 1st DA2PP (Canine “Distemper/Parvo”) vaccine:  This vaccine actually protects your puppy from a number of diseases including canine distemper, canine adenovirus, canine parainfluenza, and canine parvovirus.  These diseases can be fatal in puppies, so preventing them is the best medicine.  
· Fecal exam:  We check a stool sample for any intestinal parasites.
· Dewormer:  We will administer an oral deworming medication to treat for any roundworms, hookworms, or tapeworms.

9-11 weeks old:  
· Wellness Exam
· 2nd DA2PP vaccine
· Intranasal Bordetella vaccine:  This is an upper respiratory disease common in dogs and puppies  – aka Kennel Cough.
· Dewormer, +/- Flea preventative

12-14 weeks old:
· Wellness Exam
· 3rd DA2PP vaccine
· +/- 1st Leptospirosis vaccine:   This is a bacteria found where there in water and soil. Your pet may have been drinking, swimming, or walking through contaminated water.  Because we are developing in areas previously rural, pets may be exposed to more wildlife (e.g. raccoons, skunks, squirrels, opossums, or deer). Please let Dr. Moseley know if your dog may come in contact with these conditions.
· Dewormer, +/- Flea preventative

14-16 weeks old:
· Wellness Exam	
· 4th DA2PP
· +/- 2nd Leptospirosis vaccine
· 1 year Rabies Vaccine:  Required by NC Law.  You will receive a tag and certificate at this visit.
· Start Heartworm preventative, +/- Flea preventative

At each of these visits, we will talk to you about various topics concerning your pet.  We will give you information and some take home reading material.  We want you to feel informed about what we are doing to your puppy and welcome any questions you may have.  Puppyhood is a wonderful time and we want to make it as easy and fun as possible for you.  Congratulations on the newest member of the family! We look forward to watching them grow and become great dogs!
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
